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Ferinject – Patient Information
What is this medication?
Ferinject® (ferric carboxymaltose) is an intravenous iron medication used to treat iron deficiency and iron deficiency anemia.

Why am I receiving this treatment?
Iron is required to produce hemoglobin, which carries oxygen in the blood.

How is it given?
Ferinject® is usually given as one or two infusions over 15–30 minutes.

Possible side effects
Common side effects include headache, nausea, flushing, and mild infusion reactions. Serious allergic reactions are rare.

Pregnancy and breastfeeding
Intravenous iron preparations including Ferinject® (ferric carboxymaltose), Monoferric® (ferric derisomaltose), and iron sucrose may be used during pregnancy when clinically indicated. IV iron is generally avoided during the first trimester unless the benefits clearly outweigh the risks. These medications are commonly used in the second and third trimesters when oral iron is ineffective or not tolerated. Small amounts of iron may pass into breast milk; however, IV iron is considered compatible with breastfeeding.

After the infusion
You may resume normal activities the same day unless advised otherwise.

When to seek medical attention
Seek urgent care for chest pain, breathing difficulty, swelling, or severe rash.
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
